Cooking oil recycling
offered by city of Mesa

Deep frying a turkey is a common prac-
tice over the holidays, but it leaves behind 
the task of disposing of large amounts of 
fryer oil. The city of Mesa Water Resources 
Department, together with the Mesa Fire 
and Medial Department and REV Biodiesel, 
has a solution for the fryer oil disposal di-
lemma, according to a press release.

Cooking oil recycling barrels are in place 
at a number of fi re stations for residents to 
use. In the past the city of Mesa offered the 
cooking oil recycling program primarily 
from Thanksgiving through the Christmas 
and New Year holidays. Now, the program 
has been expanded and fryer oil collection 
barrels will be in place year round, accord-
ing to the release.

The cooking oil recycling barrels can be 
found at:

•Fire Station 204 at 1426 S. Extension
•Fire Station 205 at 730 S. Greenfi eld
•Fire Station 212 at 2430 S. Ellsworth
•Fire Station 214 at 5950 E. Virginia
There is no cost to use the recycling bar-

rels. Simply stop by any of the locations and 
place used cooking oil in the blue barrel 
marked specifi cally for fryer oil.

As a reminder, oil and grease, no mat-

ter the type or quantity, should never be 
dumped down a drain or in a gutter. It may 
seem like the grease is going down, but it 
will congeal and clog sewer pipes and pos-
sibly cause raw sewage to back up into a 
home or in the street. Not only does this cre-
ate a disgusting mess in a home or neigh-
borhood, but raw sewage in the streets will 
eventually enter local waterways and pol-
lute the water.

Multigenerational Center 
hosts water-use display

From now until Nov. 30, the Red Moun-
tain Multigenerational Center, 7550 E. Ado-
be, will feature a 16-foot tall, 136-gallon 
water jug pyramid display in the lobby that 
represents how much water one person 
consumes per day in his or her home. The 
towering display will include instructions 
on how to calculate daily water use and 
many other brochures on how to save wa-
ter, according to a press release.

“This impressive display illustrates the 
need for all of us to be more aware of how 

much water each of us uses on a daily ba-
sis,” Mesa Water Conservation Specialist 
Donna DiFrancesco said. “We hope this 
urges our customers to be responsible in 
how they use water to protect this valuable 
resource.”

Typical residential water usage in Mesa 
ranges from 80 to 180 gallons of water per 
person per day, including indoor and out-
door use. Water use is broken down in the 
following categories:

•Consumption – 6 gallons
•Showers and baths – 16 gallons
•Toilets – 18 gallons
•Household cleaning – 22 gallons
•Outdoors – 74 gallons
During the summer, water bills reach 

their highest due to outdoor use such as 
landscaping and swimming pools. The city 
is promoting the value of water in everyday 
life and raising public awareness about 
water conservation while underlining the 
importance of using water wisely to poten-
tially save money by lowering utility bills.

The display is part of the Water – Use 
It Wisely campaign, launched by Mesa in 
1999 to promote an ongoing water conser-
vation ethic among Arizona’s rapidly grow-
ing population.
